Eligibility

Prize
The winner will receive a cash prize of £10,000 and have the opportunity to exhibit their work at Southampton City

Art Gallery. Shortlisted entries will be included in a highly respected group exhibition. An eminent panel of judges
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will select the winner and a shortlist of distinguished entries.
